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CECOS College Research Policy 
1. Aim
This CECOS policy aims to put in place a structured framework for research activities within the College, and fostering a culture of innovation, collaboration, and academic excellence. The framework provides guidelines for conducting research, ensuring quality, and aligning research objectives with the college's mission and values.
2. Policy Objectives
· To promote high-quality research that contributes to advancements in higher education.
· To support staff and student involvement in innovative research projects.
· To ensure ethical and responsible conduct in all research activities.
· To provide resources and training to enhance research capabilities.
· To align research outcomes with community needs and institutional goals.
3. Research Framework
3.1 Research Areas and Priorities
· Focus areas include business management, health and social care management, adult education, and innovative teaching practices.
· Research priorities will be aligned with societal needs, industry demands, and academic advancements.
· Staff and students are encouraged to propose projects within the outlined priorities or explore emerging areas.
3.2 Research Proposal Process
· Staff and/or students who have a research project they would like to undertake and receive support for, must submit detailed proposals outlining objectives, methodology, and expected outcomes.
· Proposals will be reviewed by the Research Committee for feasibility, alignment with college priorities, and ethical considerations.
· Approved proposals will receive funding and administrative support based on resource availability.
4. Ethical Standards
4.1 Code of Ethics
· All research activities must adhere to ethical standards, ensuring integrity, respect, and accountability.
· Researchers must obtain informed consent from participants and ensure data confidentiality.
· Projects involving vulnerable populations require additional safeguards and ethical clearance.
4.2 Ethics Review Committee
· An Ethics Review Committee will evaluate proposals to ensure compliance with ethical guidelines.
· Researchers must address any concerns raised by the committee before initiating their projects.
5. Support and Resources
5.1 Research Training and Development
· Workshops and training sessions will be organised to enhance research skills among faculty and students.
· Topics include research methodology, data analysis, academic writing, and publication strategies.
5.2 Funding and Facilities
· The College will allocate funds for approved research projects, subject to budgetary constraints.
· Researchers will have access to library resources, software, and other tools necessary for their work.
6. Collaboration and Dissemination
6.1 Collaborative Opportunities
· Partnerships with external organizations, academic institutions, and industry stakeholders are encouraged.
· Collaborative projects must have clearly defined roles, responsibilities, and shared benefits.
6.2 Publication and Knowledge Sharing
· Researchers are encouraged to publish findings in reputable journals, conferences, and college publications.
· The college will host annual research conferences to showcase ongoing projects and outcomes.
7. Monitoring and Evaluation
7.1 Research Project Progress Reports
· Researchers must submit periodic progress reports to the Research Committee.
· Reports should detail milestones achieved, challenges faced, and any deviations from the original plan.
7.2 Impact Assessment
· Completed projects will undergo impact assessments to evaluate their contribution to knowledge, practice, and policy.
· Findings will inform future research strategies and funding allocations.
8. Review and Updates
· This policy will be reviewed annually by the Research Committee to ensure relevance and effectiveness.
· Amendments will be communicated to all stakeholders through official channels.
